All proposals will be considered understanding budgetary constraints may limit choices – proposals with sponsorships identified are truly appreciated (see www.adara.org for Conference sponsorship opportunities).  Conference presenters are also strongly encouraged to submit an article for publication in the conference proceedings. 

The conference will open on April 12, 2011 with several one day pre-conference opportunities. Pre-conference training’s will be scheduled for either half day or all day time slots. Conference breakout sessions during the full conference (April 13 – 16) will be scheduled for 90 minutes but back-to-back sessions will be considered to create 3.0/4.5/6.0-hour training opportunities for more in-depth learning outcomes. In addition, a poster session will provide the opportunity for presenters to interact more closely with conference participants and to showcase best practices or program models without doing a formal presentation.
The conference offers an opportunity to bring a variety of professionals together including vocational rehabilitation counselors, mental health professionals, licensed professional counselors, independent living service providers, educators, transition specialists, and community-based rehabilitation providers.
